
Union Hill High School Band Booster 
College Scholarship Guidelines and Application Guidelines 

 
1. This fund is dependent on the funds raised during the senior year of the applying student. 

 
2. One scholarship will be awarded annually to a senior band member, who apply and meet 

the criteria for selection. 
 

3. The scholarships are determined by a scholarship committee consisting of the Band 
Booster Board members, the Band Director, and a member of UH ISD Administration.  Any 
student applicant must complete an in person interview with the scholarship committee. 

 
4. Disbursement of the scholarship will be a check made payable to the University, Junior 

College, or Trade School the student is attending upon proof of enrollment (if student 
shows that their enrollment and class schedule is complete or any fees have been paid, then 
a check will be issued to the parent). 
 

5. The scholarship will be honored for 12 months after graduation. 
 

6. The applying student’s parent/guardian must be a member of the Band Booster Club for 
two (2) consecutive years. With the exception of the of the scholarship’s inaugural year. 
 

7. The student must be a senior in the year they apply. 
 

8. The student must have attended Union Hill High School for at least 2 years. 
 

9. The student must have played in band for at least 2 years including their senior year. 
 

10. Applying students must have completed the year once started (unless they are unable due 
to medical reasons). 
 

11. The student cannot have been found in violation of the Standard of Conduct as set forth by 
the Band Director or the Union Hill I.S.D. 
 

12. School attendance and conduct must be acceptable according to UHISD & Band Department 
guidelines. 
 



13. The Union Hill I.S.D. Band Director will be responsible for confirming eligibility of applying 
seniors. 
 

14. Parent/Guardian of applying student is required to volunteer for at least 4 fundraisers 
during two (2) consecutive years.  With exception of the inaugural year when 
parent/guardian will be required to have volunteered in at least 2 fundraisers. 
 

15. Applications are due no later than March 31 of their senior year.  The successful candidate 
will be notified by the end of April and the scholarship will be presented in May of the 
applicable year.
